TSUNAMI RELIEF WORK BY JEEVA JYOTHI

                    JEEVA Jyothi has taken Pulicat area for relief and rehabilitation work since Jeeva Jyothi has been working in Tiruvallur district. Pulicat is 60 k.m.s away from Chennai. There are totally 18 villages in this area .10 villages are located in the island. To reach the villages in the island we have to travel by boat.

We are targeting 2 fishing villages located in the Pulicat Island, viz. Sathankuppam and Koraikuppam were severely affected by the tsunami tidal waves. 

Sathankuppam:
There were 371 families out of which 40 were affected. There were 3 deaths reported in this village.

There were 101 families out of which 25 were affected. There were 6 deaths reported in this village.

However in all the houses, all household articles, basic furniture and cooking utensils and other basic materials have been completely washed away. The children were not spared as their precious text books and note books too were wiped away by the killer waves. This is the same in Sathankuppam as well.

· Provision of School Stationary to children

· Provision of household articles, including furniture, cooking utensils,         

Stoves, lights for houses

· Providing relief for food – rice, lentils, groceries, and safe drinking water

· Boats and marine engines

· Net and accessories 

· Counselling

· constructing houses

Jeeva Jyothi envisages involving the local people in the project and in all planned activities. There are Panchayat leaders, local leaders, Ward Members, Youth Group Leaders, Fishermen Association in these villages. We will talk and orientate these people on the work that Jeeva Jyothi has planned in the relief and rehab work. They will be involved from the planning process to the execution stage. A step-by-step approach will be followed and a Core Committee will be formed village-wise and this Committee will monitor the entire process of the work. The planning, monitoring and evaluation will be involving all these parties.
